AT WEST LONDON RENAL AND TRANSPLANT CENTRE

AIMS

· to give trainees an opportunity of learning about a career in renal medicine, in order to inform choices when planning specialist programmes

· to give trainees an experience in the strengths of renal practice including

· Multidisciplinary Team approach

· Management of the acutely ill patients

· Transplantation

SETTING



· 5 day secondment to WLRTC

· Supervised exposure to the work undertaken within the WLRTC

· Only one F2 trainee at a time – suggested maximum of 3 trainees in the “pilot year”

ORGANISATION

· Taster advertised across the NWTFS campus spring of F1 year (after allocation to F2 posts)

· 2 Week long sessions offered in September and November

· All NWTFS F1 trainees eligible except 
· those undertaking an F1 or F2 post in Renal
· Appointment by review of expressions of interest by TPD/FS Director (?first come first served – or other means)
· Once appointed NWTFS will inform the Trust and TPD where the trainee will be working that they will be undertaking one week of study leave on the relevant dates

· Honorary contracts will be required if the trainees are not already working within the HHNT (F2 is fully registered)
· Nominate a clinical supervisor – ideally AF/JL, however, other consultant staff who wish to take part are welcomed – There will be a need to look at the medical student teaching timetable for that week to ensure that the F2 taster does not conflict with this programme.
