The questionnaire is designed to allow you to feel free to highlight issues that you believe may be pertinent and for you to determine how much specific information you give in regard to each of these.  It is important to understand that withholding information that may be of relevance to patient care or giving false information in regard to your academic career, would be inconsistent with the GMC guidance on probity, and any identification of such activity would be reported to the GMC.
